James Caldwell of Drumclamph the younger holds a quarter of Ballynaloan where he has a bleach green some years past and Robert Caldwell’s family in Cavandoragh who are very industrious and growing rich are making a bleach green in their own land about half a mile as I think on the same water above James’s green: James thinks fixing that green in Cavandoragh will both lessen and abuse the water coming to his. I have viewed the two greens, and do think it cannot much hurt the lower green.

25.2.1748/49 James Earl of Abercorn,London …. Mr Colhoun

I have two letters from James Caldwell about his bleach yard. It will be best to defer making the other at Cavandoragh till I come, unless they can agree in the meantime.

Samuel Caldwell Drumclamph has by exchange given up holding  to Charles Moor.

18.4.1758

Charles Moor lived on a freehold of Samuel Caldwell’s which is in Lady Ross’s estate: he has a very fair character and in good circumstances. Samuel Caldwell has bought cloath for some time, has whitened it, with his brother James who lives in Lower Ballynaloan, and has built a mill, and made other improvements in the way.

I allow James Caldwell of Ballynalone to dispose of his farm to any good tenant that will settle upon it immediately, and be likely to keep up the very good buildings that are upon it
